GOOD ORDERLY DIRECTIONS (to locations)

Adventist Community Center- Rt. 13 South to Exmore; at stop light turn towards the Seaside- S. Rt.  13 Business. Go .9 
miles. Bldg on left across from Exmore Auto

Asbury UMC- Rt. 13 South, Right on Dogwood Drive, Asbury United Methodist Church is on your left. Entrance is on the 
east side of the fellowship hall.

Atlantic Club- Rt. 50 East; 2 ¾ mi west of Ocean City at mile marker 138; next to Animal Hospital, across from Taylor Marine

Atlantic UMC- Rt. 50 East, veer left on Baltimore Ave, church and parking lot is on your left at the corner of 4th Street.

Bethesda UMC- Rt. 50 West- Right on North Division St; Left on West Williams St- 1st drive on right- 1st building on the 
left

Christ UMC- Rt. 50 East- Left on Phillip Morris Dr. Entrance is down the gravel driveway towards the Rear of the building, 
enter the door to the education wing.

Emmanuel Wesleyan Church- Rt. 50 East- Left on Beaglin Park Dr- Go to middle entrance; gravel parking lot

Garrison’s UMC- Rt. 13 South- East on Rt. 182- Bear Right to Main St just past Callahan Drive

Holy Redeemer Church- Rt. 13 N, Left on Rt. 54 (E. State St) Left on Bi-State Blvd. 3 blocks south, gravel parking lot on 
right accross from church.

Hope and Serenity- Rt. 13 S, Right on 2nd Street- Winter Quarters Drive, Left on Linden Ave., Right on 3rd Street on left.

New Start- Rt. 13 S- Left on Mount Vernon, Right on Somerset Ave, On left just past Hampden Avenue.

Peer Connection Nanticoke- Rt. 50 West- Right on North Division St. Left on Lehigh Ave. Blue Building on the Left at Dead 
End.

RRC (SSACC)- Bus Rt. 13 South; Right on Hazel Avenue- parking is at the rear of the building as well as the entrance.

Saint Alban’s Church- Rt. 50 East- Right on Beaglin Park Dr; Right on Mount Hermon Road; Left on Saint Alban’s Road; 
Church is on the Right.

Saint Francis De Sales- Rt. 50 West- Left on W. Carroll St; Right on Riverside Drive, pull into the parking lot entrance of St. 
Francis De Sales Catholic Church; follow Parish Hall sign arrow down the brick stairs into the meeting room.

Saint Peter’s Lutheran Church- Rt. 50 East- North on Coastal Highway, St. Peters is closest to 103rd street (Old Landing 
Rd) on the bayside.

Saint Mary’s Episcopal Church- Rt. 13 South into Pocomoke City, cross bridge, take 1st right on Lyhaven Dr, 2nd left on 
Lenden Ave, 1st right on 3rd St, brick church on the right.

Scarborough Leadership Center- Bus Rt. 13 South; Right on West College Avenue; Left on Camden Avenue; Center is on 
the Right across from SU Commons.
